We believe that by supporting your child to be able to continue their learning at home with the
support of staff through academic mentoring and daily ‘live’ online sessions, we can support them
to take control of their learning, to be independent and to use some of the skills they will later need
at college, Post 16, work and university.

As time goes on we may be able to invite more students on to site to partake in live learning sessions to supplement their online learning
experience. The advantage of working as part of the Cabot Learning Federation is that your child will not only be able to access 10 live
sessions a week taught by Bristol Met, but also another 80 lessons per week offered by other CLF schools who share a curriculum with us.
